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AC-PRO+ Trip Units with Power Monitoring and Communications

URC is pleased to announce the newest addition
to our family of solid state retrofit kits... the AC-
PRO+ trip unit with power monitoring and
communications.

The AC-PRO+ is an enhanced
version of the successful AC-
PRO, a full function, true RMS
trip unit with standard features
that include LSIG trip functions,
phase unbalanced protection and

rent metering via the trip

s 16 character LCD or an
optional remote display.

The AC-PRO+ includes the
addition of a communications
circuit board (Comm Board) that
slides into the bottom of the AC-
PRO. The Comm Board features
an RS-485 port that allows up to
several hundred AC-PRO+ trip
units to be connected together to
a host PC so that critical
information concerning your plant's power
distribution system can be continuously moni-

tored.

Information available at the PC from each AC-
PRO+ includes: breaker position, real-time three
phase currents, voltages and power, last trip data
including the phase currents at the time of trip,
overload and trip alarms and the setting currently
programmed in the trip unit.

f "Comm Board also includes a multi-pin socket
waich connects the AC-PRO+ to a PT module
which mounts directly on the breaker and is

provided with AC-PRO+ trip unit. The PT
module allows the AC-PRO+ to monitor all three
phase voltages. It also supplies power to the trip

unit so that the AC-PRO+ can continue to
communicate and provide breaker status even
when the breaker is open.

The PT module also has addition terminals for
two addressable form C relays to allow you to set
up your own "mini-SCADA system". The relays
are actually located inside the AC-PRO+ and
connected to the PT module terminals via a multi-
conductor connecting cable provided with the trip

unit.

These relays are designed to operate when a
command is given by a user at the host PC. These

two relays can easily be adapted to a variety of
uses such as remote tripping and remote closing of
electrically operated breakers.

Wiring for an AC-PRO+
communication network is a snap.
A shielded twisted pair of wires is
used to daisychain the AC-PRO+
trip units together and connect
them to a host PC.

Once the AC-PRO+ network is
wired together, URCNet is
installed in the host PC. URCNet
is a custom designed software
program which continuously
monitors and communicates with
all of the AC-PRO+ trip unit on
the network.

Since URCNet allows full two
way communications between the
host PC and any AC-PRO+ trip
unit on the network, any of the
trip trip settings in any trip unit on the network
can be reprogrammed via the host PC so that you
can maintain proper system coordination, even
when your system is continuously changing.
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
